Thank vou for your letter and attending proposal documents of May 20, 2008, to Secretary of the
Interior Dirk Kempthorne concerning a facility design proposal to alleviate detention shortages
and detention security in Indian Country. Your letter was referred to my Office for a personal
response.

We regret that representatives from the Department of the Interior were unable to attend a
proposed illustrative demonstration of your facility design on June 27, 2008. Your facility
proposal has many merits and certainly responds to many of the Nation-wide concerns of
prisoner and detention facility employee security. We appreciate your funding proposal which
purports to financially benefit the tribe(s) implementing your unique facility construction and
operations. However, the Department of the Interior, Bureau of Indian Affairs, is not in a
position at this time to entertain such a proposal. Certainly, you are at liberty to bring such a
proposal to any of the tribes that have correction facilities on their lands; however, this would be
a private matter between you and the respective tribe.

We have forwarded your proposal to the Office of Facilities Management and Construction and
the Office of Justice Services for their review. Your unique correction facility construction
proposal will be given every consideration if funding or other avenues open to future
construction can be reasonably explored.

Your interest in this important matter for Indian Country is greatly appreciated.
